January 18-25 marks the Week of Prayer for 
Christian Unity. This annual observance, spon-
sored jointly by the World Council of Churches and 
the Pontifical Council for Christian Unity since 
1968, invites all Christians everywhere to remem-
ber one another in prayer and strengthen the 
bonds of love and mutual mission we share in Jesus 
Christ.  

While the observance is commonly referred to as a 
Week of Prayer, it lasts eight full days.  The num-
ber eight is important in the Christian understand-
ing of salvation history.  The resurrection of Jesus 
on Sunday marks that day as the òeighth day of 
creationó and the first of the new creation.  Many 

baptismal pools and fonts have eight sides because, in baptism, we are buried with Christ in his 
death and raised with him to walk in newness of life (Romans 6:4).  The eight days of prayer 
across all of our churches reflects our confidence in our Risen Lord to make us one. 

The theme of the observance for 2023 is òDo good; seek justiceó (Isaiah 1:17).  The full Biblical 
text is Isaiah 1:12-18: 

12 When you come to appear before me, who asked this from your hand?  Trample my courts no 
more; 13 bringing offerings is futile; incense is an abomination to me.  New moon and Sabbath 
and calling of convocation - I cannot endure solemn assemblies with iniquity.  14 Your new moons 
and your appointed festivals my soul hates; they have become a burden to me, I am weary of 
bearing them.  15 When you stretch out your hands, I will hide my eyes from you; even though 
you make many prayers, I will not listen; your hands are full of blood.  16 Wash yourselves; make 
yourselves clean; remove the evil of your doings from before my eyes; cease to do evil, 17 learn 
to do good; seek justice, rescue the oppressed, defend the orphan, plead for the widow.  18 

Come now, let us argue it out, says the Lord: though your sins are like scarlet, they shall be like 
snow; though they are red like crimson, they shall become like wool. 

In his day, Isaiah challenged Godõs people to learn to do good together - to seek justice togeth-
er, to rescue the oppressed together, to defend the orphan and plead for the widow together.  
The prophetõs challenge applies equally to us today.  How can we live our unity as Christians so 
as to confront the evils and injustices of our time?  How can we engage in dialogue and increase 
awareness, understanding, and insight about one anotherõs lived experiences?  These prayers 
and encounters of the heart have the power to transform us - individually and collectively.  Let 
us be open to Godõs presence in all our encounters with each other as we seek to be trans-
formed, to dismantle the systems of oppression, and to heal the sins of racism.  Together, let 
us engage the struggle for justice in our society.  We all belong to Christ! 

Prayer for Day 5 - January 22, 2023 

God of the oppressed, open our eyes to the harm that continues to be inflicted on our sisters 
and brothers in Christ.  May your Spirit give us the courage to sing in unison and raise our voic-
es with those whose suffering is unheard.  We pray in Jesusõ name.  Amen.
